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REQUEST FOR VOTING ORGANIZATION MEMBERSHIP

At the CPATH Annual General Meeting held June 20, 2011, the membership approved the following motion:

“…As expressed by the membership at the previous AGM and as per the Bylaws and posted membership policy of CPATH, that CPATH considers an amendment to the voting categories specifically:  adding ‘Voting Organizations Membership’ is available to a formally incorporated or registered entity or an unincorporated community group or organization, following application to and approval by the board, whereby that organization may appoint one representative to exercise its voting membership in CPATH…”

This amendment means that any Canadian grassroots organization or community group, incorporated or not, can appoint one individual who can be the voice of the organization by the ability to vote on important CPATH issues. In order for an organizational membership to include voting privileges it must meet the following conditions:

1. the “work” of the organization or community group is providing health care (in the broadest sense of the word, consistent with the social determinants of health) to trans people,
2. the mission or mandate of the organization or community group is consistent with the mission and mandate of CPATH.   

The organization or community group wishing to prevail themselves of a vote must first submit a request for approval for membership using this application form.   Once the CPATH Board has approved the application, the organization or community group then appoints one individual who will become its voting representative.
 
The organization must then apply under the “organization membership” category (100$) that allows up to 5 individuals to become members. Out of these five, one is selected as a voting member to represent the organization. Please note that an organization can sign up as many of its members through repeated registration to this membership category as it allows for the greatest savings for its members.  However, only one person in the organization is eligible to vote.
